When they enter
the Activity Night, the wristband will be removed by a chaperone. Wristbands will not be sold
at the door. Refreshments may be purchased. Please send your child in with small bills.

The Goff Activity Night will be held from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. in the Goff lobby, cafeteria
and gym. Students should be dropped off between 6:00 and 6:15 p.m. Any student entering
after 6:00 p.m. MUST have their parents escort them to the lobby door. No students should be
brought to the Activity Night before 6:00 p.m. Each student is expected to remain the entire time
until 8:00 p.m. At the end of the announced time, parents are responsible for providing
transportation home from the school. Students may not walk home. Please pick students up

promptly at 8:00 pm.

We are interested in making this event enjoyable for your children. In order to help us,
please review the following guidelines with your child. Any student who does not follow the
guidelines for student behavior, or is disorderly, will be removed from the Activity Night. A
parent will be contacted to provide immediate transportation home.

GUIDELINES FOR SCHOOL DANCES AND ACTIVITY NIGHTS

1. If a student is absent from school on the day of the dance, they will not be allowed to
attend the dance.
